YOURLIBRARY CARD Library Card:
Library cards are free to anyone who resides within the Wood Dale Library District.

To sign up, you must bring in two forms of identification: a photo ID and a document which supplies
your name and proof of current address. Appropriate identification includes: a Driver's License,
State ID, current utility bill, lllinois voters registration card, lease, or mortgage documents. Children
under eighteen years of age must have a parent or guardian present at the time of registration.

An online card gives
you full access to electronic resources and allows you to place up to 5 holds on the online catalog.
To start using your card to check out physical items, please visit the library to verify your residency.
